Student Scientific and Practical Conference with International Participation
"The Role of Education in Training Competitive Specialists. Student Research — 2026""

On 23 April 2026, the Faculty of National Culture of Comrat State University hosted the
Student Scientific and Practical Conference with International Participation " The Role
of Education in Training Competitive Specialists. Student Research — 2026"", dedicated to
the 35th anniversary of Comrat State University.

The conference served as an important academic platform for presenting the results of student
research, exchanging scientific ideas, fostering academic partnerships, and strengthening
international cooperation. Students, master's degree students, academic staff, and research
supervisors from educational institutions of the Republic of Moldova and foreign countries
participated in the conference.

During the plenary session and sectional meetings, participants discussed current issues
related to modern education, professional training of future specialists, the development of
early childhood and general education, the implementation of innovative and digital
technologies, the development of students' research competencies, the preservation of
linguistic and cultural heritage, the promotion of intercultural communication, and scientific
and practical aspects of music education.

The conference participants emphasized that student research is an essential component of the
professional development of future specialists, fostering critical thinking, creativity, research
culture, and readiness for independent scientific inquiry. Particular attention was paid to the
practical orientation of the presented papers, the interdisciplinary nature of the research, and
its relevance to the contemporary needs of the educational system.

Following the conference, the participants resolved to:

1. Recognize the conference as an important academic event contributing to the
development of student research culture, the professional training of future specialists,
and the strengthening of international academic cooperation.

2. Consider the further development of student research a priority as an essential
component of training competitive specialists in the fields of education, philology,
culture, and the arts.

3. Encourage greater involvement of first- and second-cycle students in research, project,
and publication activities, as well as in conferences, competitions, seminars, and
scientific forums.

4. Support research aimed at studying current trends in early childhood and general
education, improving the quality of the educational process, promoting teachers'
professional development, and creating safe, supportive, and inclusive learning
environments.

5. Recommend expanding research on the use of digital technologies, gamification,
original teaching materials, educational content, and innovative teaching methods in
the educational process.

6. Strengthen the practical orientation of student research through closer integration of
theory and practice, organization of workshops, pedagogical experiments, analysis of
educational situations, and development of practice-oriented recommendations.



7. Recognize research on intercultural education, bilingualism, multilingualism, and the
development of learners' linguistic, communicative, and cultural competencies as an
important area of scientific activity.

8. Support research aimed at preserving and promoting the Gagauz language, national
languages, cultural heritage, and traditions of the peoples living in the Republic of
Moldova and the Autonomous Territorial Unit of Gagauzia.

9. Recommend expanding comparative and typological research in Romance, Gagauz,
Turkic, Germanic, and Slavic philology, as well as strengthening cooperation among
research centers and educational institutions from different countries.

10. Recognize the continued development of music education as a priority, including the
implementation of modern music teaching technologies, the use of folklore materials,
the preservation of national musical traditions, and the development of professional
competencies of future specialists.

11. Promote students' readiness for self-development, lifelong learning, professional
mobility, and continuous professional improvement as key factors of competitiveness
in the labor market.

12. Recommend that research supervisors continue providing methodological guidance for
student research, with particular attention to the quality of scientific analysis, the
practical significance of research results, academic integrity, and the preparation of
manuscripts for publication.

13. Support the publication of the best student research papers in conference proceedings,
scientific collections, and other academic publications.

14. Continue the tradition of organizing the Student Scientific and Practical Conference
with International Participation as an effective means of developing students' research
potential, strengthening inter-university cooperation, and promoting the positive image
of Comrat State University in the national and international academic community.

The conference participants express their sincere gratitude to the organizers, session
moderators, research supervisors, students, and partners for their active participation, valuable
presentations, constructive scientific dialogue, and significant contribution to the development
of student research activities.
