In my intervention, I will try to answer a few questions: What philosophy is ready tomeet the
expectations of today's man? Does man still consider himself a privileged object of reflection? Can
philosophical anthropology still offer viable solutions to the question of man? Can humanist theories still
be revived? Or have they definitely exhausted their speculative and argumentative potential? How can
they cope with criticisms that challenge their relevance and timeliness? Which model of humanism is
most likely to be successfully activated or reactivated? Can we hope for a questioning of the human
condition? And of man as such? What are the limits to cross? What would the “augmented man” look
like, the one conceived beyond his own limits, deficiencies or vulnerabilities? Here are four scenarios
that propose either the augmentation of the human condition or that of man, including his corporeality.
What do they have in common?A certain attitude towards humanist projects considered outdated or
having failed miserably - on the one hand; the desire to provide solutions that meet the new challenges
arising from the ideology of scientific and technological progress — on the other. In the middle of the
20th century, two philosophical attitudes invite us to reconsider the human condition, attitudes expressed
by Martin Heidegger and Michel Foucault. Nowadays, two other projects are taken into account: the
somatic aesthetic of Richard Shusterman and the trans-humanist aesthetic.

Each of them find their speculative sources in the philosophy of Nietzsche who invited his
contemporary readers to think and look towards the future.

CONSIDERATIONS REGARDING SCIENTIFIC EDUCATION IN THE CONTEXT OF
DOCTORAL EDUCATION IN THE REPUBLIC OF MOLDOVA

The work is based on the application of an interview conducted with a group of doctoral students
from the State University of Moldova. The pursued issues concern ethical aspects of scientific research.

The multitude of aspects related to the observance of the norms of scientific research largely
denotes the presence of scientific education or its lack. How (in)dependent are experiencedresearchers in
this academic community? And, respectively, how much and how well are the normsregarding scientific
research respected? How thoroughly are trainee researchers prepared for doctoral research? How
authentic is scientific research in the Republic of Moldova? Does it meetEuropean standards of scientific
research? To what extent are scientific projects and their results validated at their fair value in the
academic community at national and international level? How isnational research encouraged to become
part of the international circuit? Do state institutions andpolicies create opportunities for quality scientific
research? These questions represent a series of queries that we have addressed in this paper.

The conclusions we reached in this research aim at the fact that in the education system ofthe
Republic of Moldova, young researchers have knowledge about the ethics of scientificresearch. I
know the main aspects that are related to the observance of the rules regarding the behavior of the
researcher. They realize that scientific education is possible if there is thorough knowledge in the
specialized field in which scientific research is carried out and a scientific cultureis present, implicitly
respecting all the ethical norms of scientific research.

METHODOLOGICAL FEATURES OF MODERN PHILOSOPHICAL ANTHROPOLOGY:
ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE CONCEPT OF "IDENTITY"

The main feature of contemporary philosophical anthropology is its intention to deconstruct the
previous anthropological tradition. It rejects essentialism and developsconstructivist and poststructuralist
ideas. Such a methodological strategy obviously has both advantages and disadvantages, the
identification of which is the purpose of this message. In orderto achieve the goal, we have given an
excursus into the history of the formation of modern philosophical anthropology, illustrated the
specificity of its methodological settings on the example of the concept of «identity» and outlined the
difficulties of its use for research purposes.As a result of the conceptual and comparative analysis have
been formulated two conclusions. Firstly, the theory of identity realizes such common methodological
difficulties for modern socio- humanitarian knowledge as dependence on practical goals, blurred
concepts, splitting of the subject of research, reductionism. Second, the rejection of essentialism turns
out to entail difficulties in formulating normative ideals, although the creation of models of behavior is
the goalof all constructivist research.

LUCIAN BLAGA: THEORIZATIONS AND HYPOTHESES IN THE FIELD OF
ANTHROPOLOGY

Man has always been the reference theme of blagian philosophical thought. In the entire creation
of Lucian Blaga, the unity between philosophical and scientific thinking is evident, the goal of his
research always being the elucidation of the truth. This characteristic also refers to the ideas of physical
and socio-cultural anthropology, exposed, in particular, in the work Anthropological Aspects. In this
work, which is part of the Cosmological Trilogy, L.Blaga continues to analyze the central problem of
the previous trilogies — the Trilogy of Knowledge, the Trilogy of Culture and the Trilogy of Values —
man. He investigates here, in particular, the process of anthropogenesis, noting that the aim of the
paper is "to unravel the problem of anthropogenesis". L.Blaga bases his visions with reference to
anthropogenesis on the examination of some theories in the field: transformation theory, Darwinian
evolutionism, mutation theory, conceptions of Spencer, of the naturalist Uexkiill et al. We can state
that the Romanian thinker researches and exposes, to a certain extent, the history of the idea of
evolution, starting with the evocation of this idea in Nicolaus Cusanus, then in Buffon, Kant, Herder,
Erasmus, Darwin and Lamarck, noting that it is necessary to take into account, especially, of the

"ideological-scientific climate" and not only of the "cultural-general" one, because without it "it will
not be possible to take any step forward in the issues related to the being and origin of man".

Lucian Blaga appreciates the idea of natural selection as one of the great ideas of the 19th century,
emphasizing the leap made by man from "biological" to "social". He combines biological research related
to the field of physical anthropology with aspects of socio-cultural anthropology, researching specific
characteristics of human spirituality. Through the theorizations and conclusions in the work
Anthropological Aspects, which is appreciated by the researchers of his work as "Blaga's most scientific
text", the Romanian thinker contributes substantially to the understanding of the origin and evolution of
man, of man's place in the world, of the specific nature of the creator of culture and civilization.

THE RIGHT TO THE CITY CONCEPT IN CONTEMPORARY URBAN
ANTHROPOLOGICAL RESEARCH

The concept of the "right to the city" was coined by French geographer Henri Lefebvre and later
popularised by British geographer and social theorist David Harvey. Lefebvre developed the concept on
the eve of the 1968 student protests in support of young people, the poor, individuals and groups who
felt excluded from aspects of urban life. Harvey later revived the concept and linked it to the global
financial crisis of 2008, when thousands of urban protests swept the world. Young, precarious, vulnerable
people took to the streets to demand social justice. In the post-socialist space, the 'right to the city' concept
has its own specificities, as the disputeover the use of urban space is a fundamental
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post-socialist struggle. Post-socialist 'wild' and unregulated market liberalisation, rapid privatisation and
real estate speculators working with local politicians and economic elites have created a specific urban
environment in which the concept of the right to the city' has taken on a new dimension.

The paper aims to contribute to the debate on using the "right to the city" concept. What does the
concept has to say in contemporary urban anthropology, and how can we apply it to contemporary cities,
especially post-socialist ones?

BIOGRAPHICAL NARRATIVE INTERPRETIVE METHOD AS A TOOL TO REACH
DIFFICULT INTERVIEWEE’S AFFECTIVE CONTENT AND MEMORIES

The Biographical-narrative-interpretative method (BNIM) is based on the narrative theoryand was
first developed by German sociologists to produce accounts of the lives of Holocaust survivors and Nazi
soldiers (Rosenthal 1991, Rosenthal and Bar-On 1992, Schutze 1992). However, given an understanding
of the way that unconscious defences affect both the informationproduced within the research relationship
and the way in which it is interpreted, Hollway and Jefferson (2001) incorporated in their use of the
narrative method the idea of the defended subject.The main principle of the biographical interpretative
method (BNIM) as practised by Wengraf (2001) and Jones (2004) is not based only on Hollway and
Jefferson’s theory (2001), but on the idea of a 'gestalt' — (a whole which is more than the sum of its parts
or the individual’s own connections that form the process of meaning making and its ordering steps) —
that one can makeout of her experience and which informs each person's life story. To elicit intact this
sum of each individual’s system of meanings about the lived events and their experiences is the main
task of BNIM interviewers or biographers, as BNIM researchers like to call themselves. They have to
follow strictly interviewee’s own narrative ordering of her or his ways of making sense of their own
experiences and not to interrupt or destroy it through following by external to the interviewee’s meaning
structure questions that emerge actually from the interviewer’s only own concerns (Rosenthal 1991).
International Colloquium of Anthropology 4th edition - Moldova StateUniversity The Cultural Pluralism:
Public Sphere, Religion, Social Ethics 16-17 February 2023. The aim of the method is that the
interviewee does not answer at the level of explanation, generalisation or opinion, but in terms of some
(series of) event(s) that s/he has actually fully experienced. The closer the account stays to events and
interviewee’s direct experiences of them,the more the interview can elicit emotional meanings (rather
than an exclusively cognitive, rationalised account). This approach may underline strong emotional
charges, silenced memoriesor almost forgotten experiences. Fieldwork examples will illustrate the
method.

(application of sociological research in the implementation of the '""Moldova Gatherings.
HOME" project)

Human capital contributes to the promotion of a variety of cultural expressions, artistic creations,
the development of creative industry, as well as the tourism industry, where the factorsof culture and
attraction manifest themselves in a particular way, causing new valences in the process of social
cohesion. Starting from the scientific results obtained under the State Program “Training and
strengthening social cohesion in the Republic of Moldova in the context ofrapprochement with the
European Union”, a team of researchers from the Center for Sociology and Social Psychology of the
Institute of Legal, Political and Sociological Research, by providingtheoretical and methodological
applicative scientific support, contributed to the implementation ofthe "Moldova Gatherings. HOME"
project, developed by the public association “Center for Cultural Policies”. This is a pioneering practice
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in bilateral collaboration: researchers in the socialtheoretical field - activists in the professional and
amateur cultural environment. The results of this collaboration open beneficial perspectives for
sustainable social development in the Republic of Moldova. The project aimed to improve the skills of
employees in the cultural field and implementactivities to increase social cohesion in four rural
communities from two geographical regions of Moldova, in the following villages: Balasinesti (Briceni
district), Maramonovca (Drochia district)

Din secolul al XV-lea, isi fac aparitia turcii otomani, tatarii din Crimeea, si nogaii, multi dintre ei
fiind semi-nomazi, au ales sa se aseze in regiunile de stepd din sudul Moldovei (Bugeac).Orasele Tighina
(Bender), Izmail, si Akkerman, de asemenea aveau o populatie musulmana numeroasd, din punct de
vedere etnic, majoritatea o constituiau tatarii. Au existat si localnici convertiti la islam, cel mai
cunoscut dintre ei fiind Ilias al II lea Rares, fost domnitor on Moldovei(1546-1551).

Ca rezultat, al Razboiului Ruso-Turc din 1806-1812, Rusia anexeaza Basarabia, iar majoritatea
musulmanilor au migrat la sud de Dunare, cei care au mai rdmas au fost izgoniti In regiunile interioare,
in locul lor fiind adusi colonisti bulgari, gagauzi etc.

In perioada sovietica, musulmanii vor veni in Moldova in special din regiunile Tatarstan, Caucaz
si Asia Mijlocie.

Dupa obtinerea independentei de stat a Republicii Moldova (1991), islamul a cunoscut o dezvoltare
ascendentad, iar primele informatii oficiale despre numarul lor le avem de la recensdmantul din anul 2004.

ISLAM IN THE REPUBLIC OF MOLDOVA: HISTORY AND PRESENT

The population of the Pruto-Dniester area came into contact with the Islamic civilization since the
Middle Ages. At the historical complex Orheiul Vechi (Sehr-al-Djedid), archaeologists discovered ruins
characteristic of the Islamic cult: a mosque, two mausoleums, and a caravanserai.During the years 1363—
1365, it was also the residence of Abdullah-Khan, the leader of the GoldenHorde.

From the 15th century, the Ottoman Turks, the Crimean Tatars, and the Nogai, many of them semi-
nomadic, chose to settle in the steppe regions of southern Moldavia (Bugeac). The citiesof Tighina
(Bender), Izmail, and Akkerman also had a large Muslim population, ethnically, the majority of which
were Tatars. There were also locals who converted to Islam, the most famous of them being Ilias II lea
Rares, former ruler of Moldavia (1546-1551).

As a result of the Russo-Turkish War of 1806-1812, Russia annexed Bessarabia, and mostof the
Muslims migrated south of the Danube, those who remained were expelled to the interior regions, and
Bulgarian, Gagauz, etc. settlers were brought in their place.

During the Soviet period, Muslims will come to Moldova especially from the regions of Tatarstan,
the Caucasus and Central Asia.

After the state independence of the Republic of Moldova (1991), Islam experienced an upward
development, and we have the first official information about their number from the 2004census. In 2011,
Islam as a religion obtained official status in the Republic of Moldova, thus marking a new beginning in
its evolution and development.

MONGOLIAN SHAMANISM, A FLUID RELIGIOUS PHENOMENON OR ANACADEMIC
CONSTRUCTION?

Andrei COLTEA, doctor Universitatea din Shanghai, China

Mongolian Shamanism, which went from a state religion in medieval times to a marginalized religious
alternative to the militant Buddhism imposed by the aristocracy, finished by sharing the latter’s fate of being
banned under the socialist regime. Shamanic rituals were practiced secretly, alongside and sometimes in
syncretism with Buddhist ones. After 1990, it came back to public life as an expression of the Mongolian
national identity, as well as a symbolical tool for the Mongolians in search of their historical roots and the
connection to their ancestors. With a tradition of ‘lurking in the shadows’ in the border regions of Buryatia
and around Khovsgol Lake, when it reached the capital it mostly broke off with its traditional lineages and
practices, metamorphing, syncretizing and multiplying to the point of becoming a religious phenomenon so
heterogeneous and widespread that, nowadays, it has been described as an ‘epidemic’. Furthermore, the
commonly used phrase “Boo boonoor ondoo boolodog”, meaning that each shaman shamanizes in a different
way, captures the fluidity of urban shamanism and the difficulty of defining its practices and doctrine.
Shamans have become a natural part of the Mongolian society. There are TV programs, magazines and shops
dedicated to them, with an estimated 20 to 30 thousand shamans (around 1% of the Mongolian population)
in 2017. I present here the cases of an accomplished shaman and that of a shaman apprentice with data
obtained through participant observation and interviews. Last, but not least, the results of the application of
an Intolerance of Uncertainty Scale questionnaire are corroborated with religious belief and ritual
participation in Mongolia.
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BUDDHIST APPROACH TO EUTHANASIA

Euthanasia is “mercy killing”. More formally, it is killing those, who are incurably ill andin great
pain or distress. Euthanasia can take three forms: voluntary, involuntary and non-voluntary. All
three kinds of euthanasia can be either active or passive. Buddhism rejectseuthanasia in voluntary and
non-voluntary forms. Thus, Buddhism is supposed to be opposed to euthanasia, neither is thereby
committed to life being an absolute value to be preserved at all cost.In the matter of active euthanasia,
the Buddhist says that to kill another person is simply not a skillful deed. Regarding passive euthanasia,
Buddhist allow a patient to die by failing to institute life preserving procedures, by stopping them once
begun or by taking steps to alleviate pain whichmight hasten the dying process? Contrary to the case of
active euthanasia, there is no Buddhist consensus on passive euthanasia, whether voluntary or in
voluntary. Various cases of killing andeven inciting to suicide are condemned in vinayapitaka as
unsuitable activities for monks.

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FROM WOMB TO TOMB: AN ANALYSIS OF FEMALE FOETICIDE IN INDIA

‘No place is safe for the girl not even the mother’s womb. They are put to death even beforethey are
born’. These are the words of President K R Narayanan which shows how intense is the problem of
female foeticide in India. Female foeticide is one of the most sensitive and burning issue not only for
India but the whole world. Female foeticide over the last 20 years has distortedthe sex ratio at birth in
India, as well as in several other Asian countries especially China. The female foetus is transferred from
womb to tomb through this insensitive act. Parents tend to be selective in choosing the sex of the child.
Improved reproductive technology in India has resultedin the reinforcement of patriarchal values through
female foeticide as majority of doctors here arenot hesitant in conducting this ethical misconduct. In
India the child sex ratio has consistently shown a declining trend, which is a matter of great concern.
Even the so called developed states ofIndia has not performed better than the underdeveloped or the
BIMARU (name given to most backward states of India which means sick )states of India. It is a general
assumption that developed states with better literacy rate may have better sex ratio but this assumption is
questionedif one looks at the data. This article it has been tried to analyse this assumption and it also
focuseson the causes, effect end remedy of this insensitive act.

RELATIA DINTRE CONFESIUNE SI FERTILITATEA MATERNA. STUDIU DE CAZ:
PATTERNUL REPRODUCTIV AL FEMEILOR DIN REPUBLICA MOLDOVA
CONVERTITE LA ISLAM

Scopul cercetarii este de a stabili daca apartenenta religioasa influenteaza fertilitatea feminina in
Republica Moldova.

Rezultatele cercetarii ne demonstreaza ca rata de fertilitate a femeilor din Republica Moldova
convertite la islam depaseste nivelul de inlocuire a generatiilor de 2.1, comparativ cu ratatotala de
fertilitate pe tara de 1.73 pentru anul 2021. In trasarea concluziilor cu privire la fertilitateagrupului studiat
ne-am axat pe numarul de nasteri al respondentelor, numarul de nasteri al femeilordin reteaua sociala si
numarul dorit de copii. Un calcul exact al ratei totale de fertilitate a femeilorconvertite la islam nu a fost
posibil in lipsa datelor cu privire la populatia totald a grupului-tinta, fiind realizat un calcul estimativ in
baza datelor obtinute in cadrul cercetarii in teren.

Datele obtinute in urma cercetdrii realizate ne indica o rata de fertilitate mai ridicatd in randul
femeilor din Republica Moldova convertite la islam, comparativ cu populatia majoritarda de religie
crestin-ortodoxa. Astfel, majoritatea femeilor musulmane chestionate iti doresc sa dea nastere a trei copii.
Numarul de copii dorit nu este influentat de mediul social de provenienta (urbansau rural) si nici de
nivelul de instruire. Totodatd, femeile convertite la islam din reteaua sociala agrupului studiat de
asemenea au cate trei copii, indicator ce ilusteaza un pattern de fertilitate in cadrul grupului studiat.
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Desi manifesta un nivel inalt de religiozitate, femeile convertite la islam sunt de parere ca
apartenenta confesionald nu a influentat asupra deciziei cu privire la numarul decopii nascuti. Totodata,
rezultatele cercetarii confirma schimbarea pattern-ului de reproducere a femeilor de religie crestin-
ortodoxa covertite la islam comparativ cu populatia generala,

THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN CONFESSION AND MATERNAL FERTILITY.CASE
STUDY: THE REPRODUCTIVE PATTERN OF WOMEN FROM THE REPUBLIC OF
MOLDOVA CONVERTED TO ISLAM

The purpose of the research is to determine whether religious affiliation influences femalefertility
in the Republic of Moldova.

The research results showed that the fertility rate of women from the Republic of Moldova
converted to Islam exceeds the generation replacement level of 2.1, compared to the total fertilityrate per
country of 1.73 for the year 2021. In drawing conclusions regarding the fertility of the studied group, we
focused on the number of births of respondents, the number of births of womenin the social network and
the desired number of children. An exact calculation of the total fertilityrate of women converted to Islam
was not possible in the absence of data on the total population of the target group, being an estimated
calculation based on the data obtained in the field.

The conducted research indicated a higher fertility rate among women from the Republic of
Moldova converted to Islam, compared to the majority population of the Christian-Orthodox religion.
Thus, the majority of Muslim women surveyed wish to give birth to three children. The desired number
of children is not influenced by the residence (urban or rural) nor by the level of education. At the same
time, the women converted to Islam from the social network of the studiedgroup also have three children
each. Although they show a high level of religiosity, women converted to Islam believe that religious
affiliation did not influence their decision regarding the number of children born. At the same time, the
research results confirm the modification in the reproductive pattern of Christian-Orthodox women
converted to Islam compared to the general population.

“razboinic-erou” pentru a se vindeca spiritual. Naratiunile antice ale culturilor tribale oferdo perspectiva
asupra complexitatii raului si sugereaza ca gandirea constientd de naturd si Intelegerea dinamicii sale
sunt esentiale pentru supravietuirea personald si comunitara. De aceea, este esential sd reflectam asupra
intelepciunii acestor traditii pentru a combate raul.

De-a lungul istoriei umane, maestrii si inteleptii spirituali au privit prezenta si puterea marilor
energii din adancurile psihicului uman ca simbolizate de dragon. Cercetarile lui Robert Moore au
descoperit ca dragonul este imaginea mitica cea mai frecvent utilizata pentru aceste energii. Mitologia
mondiala prezintd dragonul in doud interpretari distincte: dragonul ca dusman si dragonul ca sursa de
putere si binecuvantare. Traditiile spirituale occidentale subliniaza in modobisnuit "balaurul ca dugsman",
ca nemesis al vietii umane si uciderea sa ca o cerintd pentru succesul vietii si civilizatiei umane.
Dimpotriva, traditiile spirituale orientale, atdt crestine, cit si necrestine, In general nu demonizeaza
balaurul, ci il vad mai degraba ca "Marele Sine Interior"

In lumea moderni de astizi, accentul pus pe autonomie si independenti, care a dus la declinul
societatilor spirituale publice. Am devenit mai concentrati pe prosperitatea individuald siautonomie decét
pe virtutile colective ale saraciei, castitatii si ascultarii. Cu toate acestea, cercetarile psihanalitice recente
au ardtat ca aceastd schimbare a dus, de asemenea, la o crestere anarcisismului si a grandiozitatii
patologice. Ca urmare, vedem nevoia de o renastere a societdtii spirituale publice, in scopul de a aborda
aceste probleme si de a ajuta la furnizarea unui sentimentde comunitate si conexiune.

SECULARIZED SOCIETY AND ITS CONSEQUENCES

Robert L. Moore is Professor of Psychoanalysis, Culture, and Spirituality at the Chicago Institute
for Spirituality. Moore combines spirituality, anthropology, history, and psychology to gain insight into
the human experience, especially our struggles with depression, violence, and greatness. According to
him, we are all born with an innate grandiosity that leads to unrealistic expectations and desires that
cannot be fulfilled in reality.

Throughout human history, spiritual masters and sages have viewed the presence and power of
great energies deep within the human psyche as symbolized by the dragon. Robert Moore's research
has found that the dragon is the most commonly used mythic image for these energies. World mythology
presents the dragon in two distinct interpretations: the dragon as an enemy and the dragon as a source of
power and blessing. Western spiritual traditions commonly emphasize the "dragon as enemy," as the
nemesis of human life, and its slaying as a requirement for the success of human life and civilization. In
contrast, Eastern spiritual traditions, both Christian and non-Christian, generally do not demonize the
dragon, but rather see it as the "GreatSelf Within"

In today's modern world, the emphasis on autonomy and independence that has led to the decline
of public spiritual societies. We have become more focused on individual prosperity and autonomy than
on the collective virtues of poverty, chastity, and obedience. However, recent psychoanalytic research
has shown that this change also led to an increase in narcissism and pathological grandiosity. As a result,
we see the need for arevival of the public spiritual society inorder to address these issues and help provide
a sense of community and connection.
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NOI DIMENSIUNI iN ABORDAREA PROBLEMEI IDENTITATII

Intr-un imn al anilor 1960 intitulat ,,Little boxes” se reda dispretul fata de casele, care erauexact la
fel, chiar daca unele aveau culori diferite. Identitatea este o problema care provoaca neliniste si un
adevarat disconfort social. Spre exemplu, politica identitara se rezuma la activitateapoliticd ce se
concetreaza asupra promovarii intereselor de grup, iar identitatea de sex se refera lamodul in care
indivizii 151 prezintd masculinitatea si feminitatea. Identitatea sociald se refera la acea parte din fiinta
cuiva derivatd din apartenenta la diferite grupuri sociale, identitatea formativase referd la modul in care
indivizii dobandesc o personalitate distincta.

Identitatea se suprapune, dar nu este acelasi lucru, cu individualitatea. Individualitatea estecee ce
face din fiecare dintre noi persoana diferita care suntem, in timp ce identitatea se refera la invariabilitatea
noastra continud. Conceptul entitdtilor care sunt identice n esenta si in toate detaliile poate fi amenintator
si suparator. Totodata, identitatea este o caracteristica ciudata a microlumii si nu are corespondent in
experienta noastra directa. Intrebarea care se ridica, din aceastd cauza, in fizica cuantici, se rezuma la
faptul, cum identitatea ad litteram, din domeniul microscopic, creaza diferentierile pe care le vedem la
scard umana?

Fizicianul si istoricul Peter Pesic sustinea ca esenta teoriei cuantice consta in inovatiile saleradicale
referitoare la problema identitdtii si a individualitatii. Dintre toate caracteristicile domeniului cuantic,
identitatea particulelor — formelor pe care le pot lua - este, cu sigurantd, printrecele mai bizare. Totusi,
aceastd caracteristicd nu a fost inseratd intr-o culturd populard care celebreaza bizarul si gaseste
semnificatii pentru el. Explicatia se impune prin principiul excluziunii formulat de W. Pauli, care sustine
cd particulele primare sunt identice. Acest principiu structural fundamental guverneaza mult mai mult
decat structura atomilor, dar, si toate formele dematerie, de la atomi la cristale, metale si interactiuni
chimice.

Implicatiile principiului excluziunii sunt mult mai bizare. Pe de o parte acest principiu implica
faptul ca elementele particulare nu au identitate, pe de altd parte individualitatea elementelor lumii
macrocosmice, care presupune deosebirea si denumirea fiecarui lucru. Asa dar,individualitatea umana
ce se bazeazd pe particule elementare ,,anonime”, este prea bizara ca sa fieacceptata de oameni. lubim
egalitatea, dar uram identitatea.

NEW DIMENSIONS IN APPROACHING THE PROBLEM OF IDENTITY

A 1960s anthem called "Little boxes" expressed disdain for houses that were exactly the same,
even if some were different colors. Identity is an issue that causes anxiety and real social discomfort. For
example, identity politics boils down to political activity that focuses on promotinggroup interests, and
gender identity refers to how individuals present their masculinity and femininity. Social identity refers
to that part of one's being derived from membership in different social groups, formative identity refers
to how individuals acquire a distinct personality.

Identity overlaps with, but is not the same as, individuality. Individuality is what makes each of us
the different person that we are, while identity refers to our continued invariability. Theconcept of entities
that are identical in essence and in all details can be threatening and unsettling. At the same time, identity
is a peculiar feature of the microworld and has no counterpart in our direct experience.
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The question that arises, because of this, in quantum physics, boils down to thefact, how identity
ad litteram, from the microscopic domain, creates the differentiations that we see on a human scale?

Physicist and historian Peter Pesic argued that the essence of quantum theory lies in its radical
innovations concerning the problem of identity and individuality. Of all the features of thequantum
domain, the identity of particles - the forms they can take - is surely among the most bizarre. However,
this characteristic has not been embedded in a popular culture that celebrates the bizarre and finds
meaning in it. The explanation is imposed by the exclusion principle formulated by W. Pauli, which
claims that the primary particles are identical. This fundamental structural principle governs much more
than the structure of atoms, but also all forms of matter, from atoms to crystals, metals, and chemical
interactions.

The implications of the exclusionary principle are much more bizarre. On the one hand, this
principle implies that particular elements have no identity, on the other hand, the individualityof the
elements of the macrocosmic world, which implies the distinction and name of each thing. So, human
individuality based on "anonymous" elementary particles is too bizarre to be acceptedby humans. We
love equality but hate identity.

In lucrarea de fatd ne propunem realizarea unor diferentieri intre comunititile catolicedin spatiul
Moldovei, precum si intre locuitorii acestor comunitdfi, in functie de modul in care acestia se
autoidentifica si se raporteaza la ,,ceilalti”. Cercetarea pe teren s-a desfasurat in patru comunitati rurale
cu populatie preponderent catolica si multietnica din judetele Bacau si Neamt (Romania). Am analizat
distanta sociala pe baza indicelui distantei sociale (IDS), indicelui contactelor sociale (ICS) si a indicelui
calitativ al contactelor sociale (ICCS). Am optat pentru utilizarea inventarului de atribute etnice, precum
si a reprezentarilor sociale privind diversele forme de capital (economic, politic, simbolic, cultural si
social) ale grupurilor etnice studiate. Rezultatele scot in evidenta reprezentarile sociale reciproce ale
localnicilor si raporturile interetnice existente, iar concluziile evidentiazd maniera in care raportarea la

IDENTITIES AND (INTER)ETHNIC RELATIONS IN THE MOLDOVANCOUNTRYSIDE

In this paper, we aim to differentiate between the Catholic communities in Moldova, as well as
between the inhabitants of these communities, depending on how they self-identify and relate to "the
others".

The field research was carried out in four rural communities with a predominantly Catholicand
multi-ethnic population in the counties of Bacau and Neamt (Romania). We analyzed the socialdistance
based on the social distance index (IDS), the social contacts index (ICS) and the social contacts
qualitative index (ICCS). We opted for the use of the inventory of ethnic attributes, as well as the social
representations regarding the various forms of capital (economic, political, symbolic, cultural and social)
of the studied ethnic groups.

Results highlight the mutual social representations of the locals and the existing inter-ethnic
relations, and conclusions highlight the way in which reporting to the "other" constitutes the premise for
the quality of coexistence in these communities.

21 (2017) privind copiii in situatii de stradd termenul copii in situatii
de strada cuprinde: (a) copii care depind de strazi pentru a trdi si/sau a lucra, fie de sine statator, fie cu
colegii sau cu familia si (b) o populatie mai larga de copii, care au format legaturi puternice cu spatiile
publice si pentru care strada joacd un rol vital in viata si identitatile lor de zi cu zi.

In cadrul cercetarii realizate sesizim ca copiii care ajung in stradd cred ca vor gisi iubire, insi se
insald, acolo este complicat de supravietuit. Din cele relatate desprindem ideea cd aceastd cdutare este
consecinta a faptului ca nu au fost nici iubiti, nici Intelesi, nici sustinuti de familiile lor. Profilul parintilor,
care i-au privat de dreptul unei familii iubitoare, este: consumatori de alcoolsi/sau droguri; persoane
violente; persoane indiferente de soarta copiilor lor etc. Unul dintre copiiide la un centru de plasament a
spus ca mama sa este bolnava psihic de aceea nu i-a putut oferi dragoste si nici familie dar ca iubire i
ofera matusa care o viziteaza si care, In anii precedenti, a avut grija de ea.

Din discutii rezulta urmatoarele, copiii au asteptari ca in situatie de strada vor gasi sprijin,sustinere
de la amicii lor, Insd aceste asteptari aduc cu sine riscurile: infometarii, problemelor gravede sdnatate,
consumului de droguri, consumului de alcool, exploatare de divers tip etc. Problemelecu care se confrunta
ei le solutioneaza prin cersit, furt ajungandu-se la un alt risc, de a fi pedepsit penal.

THE EXPERIENCE OF CHILDREN LIVING ON THE STREETS. A STUDY OFSOCIAL
ANTHROPOLOGY

In General Comment no. 21 (2017) regarding children living on the streets, the term streetchildren
includes: (a) children who depend on the streets to live and/or work, either independentlyor with peers or
family and (b) a wider population of children, who have formed strong bonds withpublic spaces and for
whom the street plays a vital role in their everyday lives and identities.

As part of the research, we notice that children who end up in the street think they will findlove, but
they are wrong, it is complicated to survive there. From what has been reported, we get the idea that this
search is a consequence of the fact that they had no love, no understanding, no support from their
families. The profile of the parents, who deprived them of the right to a lovingfamily, is: alcohol and/or
drug users; violent people; people indifferent to the fate of their children,etc. One of the children from a
foster care center said that his mother is mentally ill, that's why shecouldn't give him love and no family,
but that the aunt who visits her and who, in the previous years, took care of her, gives him love.
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The following results from the discussions: children have expectations that in a street situation they
will find support and support from their friends, but these expectations bring with them the risks of:
starvation, serious health problems, drug use, alcohol consumption, exploitationof various types and so
on the problems they face are solved by begging, stealing, leading to another risk of being criminally
punished.

Comunicarea scoate in evidentd rezultatele unei inspectii efectuate in comuna agricola ,,Dela
intuneric la lumina” din satul Lipetkoe (raionul Ananiev) la sfarsitul lunii noiembrie 1930. In cadrul
acestei verificari, comisia a urmarit s scoatd in evidentd modul de trai al comunarzilor precum si
rezultatele implementarii politicii culturale in randul moldovenilor minoritari. Datele colectate in urma
acestui control au scos la iveald faptul ca cele 226 de persoane care locuiau in comuna duceau un mod
de viatd sub limita conditiilor sanitare — igienice: locuinte insalubre, camere de locuit in care a fost
atestatd prezenta umiditatii si a mucegaiului, lipsa spaldtoriei si a baii, indiferentd vadita a comunarzilor
in raport cu starea gospodariei colective.

Din punct de vedere cultural, Consiliul comunei nu a implementat in practica directivele raionale
pe marginea intensificarii procesului alfabetizare in randul membrilor, nu au fost elaborateprograme
destinate invatdmantului de masa, femeile nu beneficiau de ,,iluminare culturald” iar procesului de
moldovenizare 1 s-a acordat o atentie nesemnificativa. Pin urmare, tentativa autoritatilor sovietice din
Republica Autonoma Sovietica Socialistda Moldoveneasca (RASSM) de a crea gospodarii colective —
model a esuat sub aspect cultural, politic, social si economic soldandu-se intr-un final cu un fiasco.

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THE SOCIOCULTURAL SITUATION OF THE AGRICULTURAL COMMUNE“FROM
DARKNESS TO LIGHT” IN ANANIEV DISTRICT REFLECTED IN A
REPORT FROM 1930

The communication presents the results of an inspection carried out in the agricultural commune
“From darkness to light” in the village of Lipetskoe (Ananiev district) at the end of November 1930.
During this verification, the commission aimed to highlight the way of living ofthe Communards and the
results of the implementation of cultural policy among the minority Moldovans. The data collected
following this control revealed the fact that the 226 people who lived in the commune led a way of life
below the limit of sanitary conditions: unsanitary dwellings,living rooms with attested presence of
moisture and mold, lack of laundry and bathroom, manifestof indifference of the communards in relation
to the state of the collective household.

From a cultural point of view, the Commune Council did not implement in practice the district
directives on the intensification of the literacy process among members, there were no programs designed
for mass education, women did not benefit from “cultural enlightenment” and the process of
Moldovanization was given insignificant attention. As a result, the attempt by the Soviet authorities in
the Moldavian Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic (MASSR) to create collective households — model
failed in terms of culture, politics, social and economic, resulting in a fiasco.

Modificarea evolutivd a institutiilor se realizeaza Intr-un anumit context istoric si national. Calea
evolutiva se manifesta prin legalizarea normelor informale, adicd conferirea normelor care stau inbaza
lor a puterii de lege. Modificarea revolutionard presupune implantarea si importul institutional.
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Institutia ,,model” importata este o schemad ideald, teoretica. Doar un numar redus deinstitutii
formale importate pot fi cu succes adaptate la mediul cultural din tara importatoare. Un factor important
al adaptdrii institutiilor importate este congruenta institutiilor formale si informalein tara importatoare.
Congruenta poate asigura convergenta institutionald. Situatia opusa este divergenta dintre institutiile
formale si informale importate.

Institutions encompass a very broad set of rules, norms and constraints, which are classified
according to the degree of formalisation into informal and formal institutions. Informal institutionshave
an unorganised character, they are developed by certain membership groups in a spontaneous,diffuse way
- mores, customs, practices, habits and traditions. They are adapted to certain social- legal, political,
economic, cultural, religious, moral, etc. contexts. Informal coercion by public opinion arises from
reciprocal interactions. Informal institutions are transmitted through culture and shape human behaviour
over relatively long periods of time. Formal institutions have an organised character, developed by
specialised organisations, institutions and agencies. It is with the help of formal institutions that the social
and legal order is enforced. Formal coercion is carriedout through laws. The formal aspect of society's
institutional structure can be transformed in a relatively short period of time. Formal and informal
institutions must be complementary.

In institutional theory, two notions - evolutionary change and revolutionary change in institutions
- are used to characterise change in the institutional structure of society. Evolutionarychange of
institutions takes place in a particular historical and national context. The evolutionary path manifests
itself in the legalisation of informal norms, i.e. the conferring of the underlying norms with the power of
law. Revolutionary change involves institutional deployment andimportation. The imported 'model'
institution is an ideal, theoretical scheme. Only a small number of formal imported institutions can be
successfully adapted to the cultural environment of the importing country. An important factor in the
adaptation of imported institutions is the congruenceof formal and informal institutions in the importing
country. Congruence can ensure institutional convergence. The opposite situation is the divergence
between imported formal and informal institutions.

It follows from the above that informal institutions, as an expression of the existing way oflife, are
the main element in the process of institutional change. In order to change the system of formal and
informal institutions it is necessary to change morals. Any change of formal institutionstakes place when
they are rooted in moral consciousness. Hence the relevance of research into thefactors on which the
change in morality depends.

We can say with certainty that the public sphere has inspired democratic institutions, because the appeal
to the strong argument is to prevail. From the definition provided by Jiirgen Habermas until now, the
concept of public sphere has been closely related to various issues in the field of mass media, and more
recently, social media. These issues includeddiscussions such as commodification and consumerism,
editorial policy and promotion of culturalevents, participatory democracy, monitoring and influencing
virtual communities. The emergenceand homogenization of both electronic media and new social spaces
within social media have radically changed the notion of the public sphere. The concept transcends
appearances and physicalspaces, has survived criticism and after major changes is still current in the
society focused on online networks. Its strength lies in the presumption of reason and the human ability
to define andsolve problems. The transformation of the public sphere consists in the transposition
of the discourse of another time from the bourgeois salons to the new virtual spaces mediated by the
Internet. Its future is to be associated with digital media and social media, which offer immense
possibilities as digital spaces enhance and change social structures.

Offering new interpretations of Jiirgen Habermas's notion of the public sphere, various disciplines
interrogate the power and possibilities of new media in the creation and disseminationof public
information; the change in human communication at the interpersonal, institutional and social level; and
influencing our way of being private and public individuals..
